THE MEANING OF THE PHRASE: "MY PRIVATE LIFE IS MINE"
Please read Genesis Chapter 12 then answer the following questions:
1. Did Abraham know his true interest when he obeyed the Lord's call for him to leave his land and tribe?
a. What was the true goal for which Abraham went out of his land?
b. What was the promise that Abraham received from The Lord that made him leave his country?
c. Do you see, in Abraham's obedience to The Lord, the true means that would enable him to reach his goal and achieve it?
d. Do you see the Lord's appearance to Abraham, a sign that means he used to reach his goal was correct?
e. What did Joshua want the Israelites to do?
2. What was the model he set before the people?
3. What should your first choice be as a Christian?
a. In His teachings, Jesus gave us freedom and did not force us to do anything. Example: Mathew 16:20.
b. He made a new covenant with us to stand firm in His love. Example:Luke 22:20.
Some methods can help us do the right choices in a good Christian manner:
1. Making sure we read the Bible regularly because that's when we hear God's voice.
2. Attend the Holy liturgy (go as early as possible), have communion weekly on a regular basis, this way we get protection against the devil's tricks.
3. Confess regularly to your Father of confession and talk to him about anything that you feel misleading you or influencing you in a bad way.
4. Make sure you consult with the people who loves you the most for example your parents, your father of confession or your Sunday school servants before making new friends, they might help in guiding you.
5. If at any point you feel that someone is upset because of one of your actions, make sure you go and straighten this matter and apologize in case you made a mistake and hurt someone's feelings, same thing when someone upsets you in anyway and tries to apologize to you, be always generous in accepting their apology and remember when we forget we forgive.
