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Joel probably meaning Yahweh is God. It is a short but powerful book.

LIFE OF JOEL : 
Joel was apparently a priest-prophet. Nothing is known about him , except that he is the son of Pethuel (1;1). He was the bearer of “the word of Yahweh “ (1:1) in a national crisis in his generation.

TIME OF JOEL
Joel doesn’t provide a date or name a specific king by which to fix a definite time period for his book. Based on his references of what’s going on, some people believe he lived prior to the exile of Judah; others think his might be the last of the prophetic accounts from a chronological perspective. 

 Joel vividly describes a horrible plague of locusts and a severe drought that had impoverished the land and reduced its inhabitants to despair and mourning. So severe is the famine that the offerings of food and drink for temple worship are no longer possible.

We cannot be certain, when it took place. Plagues of locusts, droughts and resulting famines have occurred regularly in Palestine. There is no nonbiblical or other biblical evidence for a great disaster such as the book of Joel describes.

However, since a locust plague was about as terrible as things could get , Joel  compared the event to the coming “ day of the LORD”.( Joel 1:15 ) which would be “great and dreadful” ( 2:31). He called for repentance from the people. God would certainly take pity on them , but only after they experienced a horrendous level of destruction. 

Therefore , by punishment  , Israel would return to God.  

What is the good word:

“Then you will know that I am among the people of Israel, that I am the LORD your God and there is no other God. My people will never be ashamed again.” Joel 2: 27 
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
