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"And that you put on the new man which was created according to God, in true righteousness and holiness" (Ephesians 4:24)

It is wonderful to see that our new generations of men are so eager and willing to help their spouses at home and have an active role in the lives of their children.

For a father's role is very vital in the life of their children, especially as a role model to their sons. Through a father's involvement in day to day life, his son will learn to mimic his father's behavior and gain great understanding of what it is like to be a man and the head of the family.

In past generations, many men have earthly ideas about the husband and the father's roles in the family, and they abused their power and authority.

As Christian and godly people, we should learn our power and authority from God's word and use the Holy Bible as our guide.

"But I want you to know that the head of every man is Christ, the head of every woman is man and the head of Christ is God" (1 Corinthians 11:3).

As we try to understand what God's plan for man as the headship responsibility to lead and direct his family, we need to understand:

1. Relationship between Jesus Christ and God
While Jesus Christ is equal in every way to God, He took the role of submission and never did anything on His own.

"I can of Myself do nothing. As I hear, I judge; and My judgment is righteous, because I do not seek My own will but the will of the Father who sent me" (John 5:30).

2. Relationship between Jesus Christ and the Holy Spirit
Jesus Christ teaches us that only through the holy spirit in us, we can restore our relationship with God and others. We can become Godly men only if it is our:

· Priority: Jesus' first priority is God and His word, for He no longer does what pleases Him but the will of the Lord.

· Goal: Jesus' goal is different from the worldly life, for His life is centered on serving and bringing souls to the Lord.

· Attitude: Jesus had a good attitude toward everyone: 

Humble: It comes from God and allows us to accept any and every condition and "Husbands love your wives, just as Christ also loved the church and gave himself for her" (Ephesians 5:25).

· circumstance (Proverbs 11:2).

· Righteousness: Doing what is right in the sight of God and living according to God's law (Zephaniah 2:3).

· Full of grace: It is a special blessing from the work of the Holy Spirit that allows us to be happy and thankful (Genesis 6:8).

· Loving: This is the first great commandment and the foundation of Christianity (Matthew 22:37).

· Contentment: To know that God is the only one you really want, in order to supply all your needs (2 Corinthians 9:8).

· Faithful: for God is true in all His promises and never changes. We need to be steadfast in our promises too (1 John 1:8).

3. Relationship between Jesus Christ and the church
Jesus Christ has a headship relationship to the church. He loved the church and gave himself up for her that He might sanctify her.

In the same manner, God created man and woman equally blessed and to work together in harmonious relationship. He made each one with a function. The male is given the role of the head of the family and the female is given the role of submission to the male.

In that manner; the male has the responsibility to reflect Jesus Christ: 

· Godly: As an image of God, he should lay down his own desires to follow the will and the plan of God.

· Giving: Serving others and modeling sacrificial Love.

· Teacher: Has the responsibility of teaching his family to walk in God's way and to be the best they can be.

· Provider: Accepts responsibility and support his loved ones.

· Leader: He has no regard for his own life but lays down his life for the sake of others.

We need to realize that fatherhood is a blessing from God. We must put our desires and will before God and allow our life to be in God's control. We should ask God to fill us with his Holy Spirit and give us a new heart, change our characters and attitude. We have to pray that He fills our life with grace and harmony. In that type of relationship with God, we will not be hurt by our daily trials, tough times, challenges, disappointment and circumstances. On the contrary, it is these tribulations that will give us a good attitude. These life trial will give us the ability to teach our sons how to be men by staying on course, controlling our feelings (no foolish talk and meddling), not be easily provoked, and staying at peace.

The idea is not to become perfect fathers but to become godly fathers, so that your children can look up to you as a role model figure. Your sons need to see loving dads who are supportive and full of godliness. That will help their sons to: 

· Be less likely be involve with drugs and alcohol.

· Have better performance in school.

· Get in less trouble.

· Have a positive relationship with others.

· Grow healthy physically and mentally.

· Be educated about sex.

· Follow biblical leadership.

· Have a good foundation.

"Observe and obey all these words which I command you, that it may go well with you and your children after you forever, when you do what is good and right in the sight of the Lord your God" (Deuteronomy 12:28).

Finally, there is nothing more important than to see your children grow into a wonderful human being and to know that your love, support, and hard work have contributed to making them what they are.
