This title was especially associated with prophecy. Throughout the
Old Testament there were many prophetical utterances concerning
the Messiah or God’s Anointed one who
should come. Christ is the Greek
equivalent of the He- brew Messiah, and
it means the “Anointed One”.

He is the Seed of the Woman in Genesis,
( Gen 3;15) ; The Star and Scepterin
Numbers (24:17); The Redeemer in
Job ( Job 19:25) ; The Rose of Sharonin
the Song of Solomon { 2:1) , The servant
of God in Isaiah (42:1,43;10 ) ; The
Lord of Righteous- ness in Jeremiah
(4:2;9:24), the Mes- siah in Daniel

( 9:25,26), the Desire of All Nations in Haggai ( 2:7), the King in
Zechariah ( 9:9) , The Messenger of the Covenant in Malachi. (3:1).

( THAT IS, THE CHRIST) ( JOHN 1:41)
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This title and portrait of the
Master is so indelibly etched
in the pages of the New
Testament that it immediately
Stands out as one of the
cardinal titles of Christ.

He was The Prince of martyrs,
the Lord Of anguish,

the King of Suffering.

The last week of Christ’s earthly life, with its record of deep sorrow , looms
most prominently in the Gospels. One-third of Matthew, one-third of Mark , one-
fourth of Luke, and one-half of John’s Gospel is devoted to the last week of the
life of Jesus. This is in striking contrast to the few pages of biography covering
the death of other men in history.

The nails that tore through His sacred hands and feet were our sins. The
thorns that pierced His brow and marred His visage were our sins. The scourge
that lacerated the flesh of His back to ribbons was our sins. The wagging
heads that mocked Him and the tongues that vilified Him were our sins.

“ He was wounded for our transgressions.” As the Man of Sorrows He took on
Himself our burden and penalty of sin. He bore it for us. He carried our sorrow.
He suffered our condemnation. He endured our agony. He died our death.
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“She turned foward Him and cried out.....” Rabboni * ( John 20:16)

The same love that constrained Mary Magdalene to be at the foot of the cross,
now brought her to the sepulcher on the first day of the week. She was weeping
for the loss of her beloved Lord. A “ stranger” appeared by the garden tomb and
asked her why was she weeping and whom she was looking. There was that dra-
matic moment when Jesus spoke her name “ Mary”. She recognized His voice
and joyously cried out “ Rabboni”. And to Mary belongs the honor of being the
first person to see the risen Christ.

At the tomb, was the last time Christ was called by the term « Rabboni” or its
near equivalents—” master” “ teacher,” “ rabbi”. From this momentous day, He
would be risen , triumphant reigning Lord.

It is not enough that we ascribe to Christ those titles of respect and tradition.
We too must know him as our risen Lord. We too have a mandate and a mission
to proclaim the Good News from personal experience , “ | have seen the Lord”.
Only a vibrant encounter with the resurrected Christ and a recognition of His
mighty power leads us to know Him as He truly is and to share His message with
others. This is our destiny.
