Bernice was the eldest
daughter of Herod Agrippa I
who ruled 38-45 A.D. and is
described as the one " who
vexed the Church " ( Acts
12:1) . History reports that
she was first married to
Marcus. After a while she
married her Uncle Herod,
King of Chalcis. When he
died , she was suspected of
evil relations with her own
brother Agrippa , with whom
she always appeared as his
consort. In company with
Agrippa , Bernice visited
Festus when he became Gov-

ernor of Judea. Leaving
Agrippa , she married
Ptolemy but soon left
him for a period of in-
timacy with her
brother. Bernice and
Drusilla { Acts 24:24)
were two of the corrupt
and shameless women of
their time in Roman his-
tory. As Bernice , a
wicked woman who lived
an incestuous life , lis-
tened to Paul’'s impas-
sioned appeal as he re-
peated what God had
done for his soul, one
wonders what impression
it made upon her evil

heart. As her brother listened ,
he said to Paul” Almost thou per-
suadest me to be a Christian . What a
different record would have been if Agrippa
and Bernice had repented of their sordid sin
and yielded their lives to Him whose blood
can make the foulest clean as snow.
