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Name meaning : Deceiver, Deception

This Midianitish woman , daughter of Zur head of a chief
house in Midia , had a pure Hebrew name the meaning of
which corresponding to her character, for Cozbi is de-
rived from Cazbah , meaning “ deceiver “ or deception.
Given by her parents , the name may have expressed
their disappointment over the birth of a daughter instead
of an expected son. But commentaries suggest that the
name has been given after manifestations noticed in
early childhood. In the degraded moral conditions of the
Midianites of the time, craftiness and deceit were com-
mon.

Although a princess, her influence among leaders was
evil. She was among those who effected the moral and
religious corruption of the Israelites. She cast a spell
over Zimri son of Salu, prince among the Simeonites. This
temptress was slain by Phinehas , son of Eleazar and
grandson of Aaron ( see Psalm 106: 30,31). It would
seem as if the sword ‘thrust through her belly” saved the
plague from overtaking Israel for its whoredom and idola-
try. What a sad day that was when thousands of Israel-
ites perished!. ( Numbers 25:9 ; I Corinthians 10:8)
